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Abstract:

While randomized clinical trials provide a gold standard for causal inference,
that inference can be with reference to a population that does not match the
actual target population for the treatment. Much of the foundational un-
derpinning of causal inference overlaps with survey statistics, as both focus
on issues of selection bias and missing data. I will discuss these synergies
and how they might be further leveraged to improve the transportability of
clinical trial results to real world settings.
